e Coordination with the counseling aspects of other student services that exist on
campus, including but not limited to those services provided in programs for
students with special needs, skills testing programs, financial assistance programs,
and job placement services.

Academic counseling is required for all concurrent enrollment students, first time students
enrolled in at least six units, students who reach the 15 degree applicable unit mark and
students on academic or progress probation.
