1. Strategic Planning Outcomes Brian Lofman

Dr. Lofman reviewed the documents pertaining to the Strategic Planning Outcomes. The
first document Mr. Lofman reviewed is the Proposed Institution Set Standards for 2016-17.
The document serves as a metrics for all California community colleges. Course Completion,
Course Retention, Certificates, and Degrees. The methodology is to take the data over the
past 5 years, take the average of the data and reduce it by 5% which would set the means.
Dr. Ting reviewed the methodology which is the mean of each measure over the immediate
five previous years was calculated and reduced by five percent of the mean. The data must
be reported to the ACCIJC. Dr. Lofman also reviewed the metrics for strategic plan. All
documents are located on the council website for review.
