Mr. Casey gave a detailed presentation regarding their EOPS/CARE Workshop
Wednesdays. The EOPS/CARE program supports low income, disadvantage students.
95% are female and 5% are male. Dr. Jimenez stated there could be a stigma
pertaining to men not wanting to seek assistance and stated there should be a way to
reach out to male students and inform them of the assistance provided by EOPS/CARE.
There are a total of 751 students in EOPS/CARE. The program assists with academic
counseling, textbooks, study skill
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within the timeframe determined in their comprehensive Student Educational Plan for
the entire length of their program.
