On September 5, 2017 Attorney General Sessions announced on behalf of
the Trump Administration that the Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals
(DACA) program would be phased out over two and a half years. This
means that, as of September 5, 2017:

- Current DACA recipients who are eligible to renew must renew NOW

In state Tuition/Financial Aid

- AB 540 grants in state tuition to majority of our Dreamer students

- Students remain eligible for BOG Fee waivers and Cal Dream Grants (if they meet the
requirements)

- Non-AB 540 DACA students should remain continuously enrolled so that they do not
have to re-
