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updated once building D is completed. 14 months to construct. Done in Fall 2020.

The North County Center in Castroville is in escrow. Once escrow closes they will begin the
planning phase. Solar canopy system on the 3" floor of the parking garage. To be able to
offset half of our energy usage. It is at the intersection of HWY1. 12,000sgft. 40 parking
stalls. The center will have similar services as the Soledad building.

The removal of the ticket booth in building K. There is a temporary ticket booth in place. Fill
the atrium, place a sail shade system. Removal of carpet and tiles. Finish before the Fall
semester.

Starbucks is going to the board for approval of the layout. They plan to open in the Spring
2019 semester.

The safety kiosk is scheduled to be placed between the parking garage and Merrill by the turn
around circle. Plans are for the project to go to the Board July 10™. The goal is to begin
construction early August. They also plan is to possibly open a second Kiosk by the new
nursing area.

The second bond building phase is a remodel of buildings J and K and additional buildings at
the Alisal Campus. The expansion of the child development center will occur in the old FDA lot
which is NW of building D. Does not allow for drop off parking area. Will go to June board for
approval. It will take 10-12 months to complete. Two turn arounds will be built on Bardin.

Renovation will take place of buildings F, G, H and Merrill Hall. Matching funds may qualify for
these projects. The plan is to be done in 8-10 years with the bond measure.

Solar projects are planned to be completed in November.
