Jimenez shared she has been working with many students who are also parents.  We cannot 
overlook this population, especially parents with small children.  How can we ensure we are 
accommodating the child care needs for our student parents?   Ms. Reyes, stated last year 
childcare flyers were disseminated.  Mr. Anderson asked if Mr. Singh could follow-up with 
Susan Ratliff, Director of the Child Development Center and the Student Parent Club on 
campus.  
 
 
Ms. Arps asked about existing academic support for AB 705 and Guided Pathways? 
Mr. Singh he is currently working on this.  As part of the AB 705 existing mandates, he is 
focusing on providing student support to complete math and English in the first year.  As 
part of the AB 705 implementation, he is exploring alternative support services for students 
and students with specific needs.  
 
Mr. Anderson asked if the support services are being offered in the South County Campus.  
Mr. Singh stated he will be visiting the King City Campus with a focus on CTE students, diesel 
program and those students who may not be transferring but require vocational skills 
training.  He shared the importance of adjusting the needs of the students at each campus.  

 
 

4. Hunger Free Campus Presentation                            (4:00-4:15 p.m.) Augustine Nevarez 
Mr. Nevarez provided a presentation on the Hunger Free Campus initiative.  He mentioned 
this initiative commenced with review of various possible models.  The Pop Up Pantry model 
was selected.  This models includes the following: 

 cooking demonstration for food preparation 
 information about the importance of physical exercise 
 Information about smart shopping 
 Participating students are provided with groceries and recipes to prepare for the week. 

 
The first pop-up pantry was held on Friday, November 9, 2018.  Students received a grocery 
bag with beans, rice, pasta, potatoes, bread, milk, etc. 
 
This is a partnership with Monterey Count Food Bank, who partners with the United States 
Department of Agriculture (USDA).  A part-time Professional Expert who is a Kinesiology 
major was hired to manage the program. A Student Club will be initiated to assist with these 
effort.  Mr. Nevarez is also working with the Foster Care Kinship.   
 
The pantry is currently offered at the Main Campus.  The students received vouchers. There 
are two more Pop Up Pantry’s scheduled for the fall semester.  Current outcomes show 
students do not have ample space to store and prepare groceries provided and other prefer 
to receive food that has been prepared.    
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Mr. Nevarez shared a second allocation of $65,000 was awarded.  Hartnell will continue the 
program for the next two-years. The grant requires students to complete the CalFresh 
application.  This provides further assistance to qualifying students.  
Upcoming partnerships include: 

 Partnering with Jill from the Cafeteria to develop microwave recipes. 
 Requesting assistance from staff, faculty, and volunteers to establish a committee to 

coordinate efforts.  Mr. Anderson stated counselors are available to join the 
committee.  
 

Mr. Jimenez asked for presentation to be provided to Academic Senate. Mr. Anderson stated 
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students were the recipients of the honorable mention, 6th in nation winner of the 2018 
Anastasi Research Paper Scholarship.
